The survey was undertaken at the conclusion of the third stage of ‘action planning’, for 
the Maroochy 2025 project.  For this first survey, a number of key internal and external 
aspects of the project were measured including: 
 

·  Awareness and support for M2025 vision, strategies and action plans, 
·  Confidence in strategies and action plans developed to date, 
·  Importance of future involvement, 
·  The need to develop measures to evaluate implementation of M2025, 
·  Effectiveness of public participation methods used, 
·  Impact on the community (community cohesiveness),

The methodology used to complete this study involved telephone interviews with a range 
of stakeholders who had been involved in the M2025 project.

their future 
 
·  57% of respondents’ attitudes had changed as a result of participating inM2025. 
 
·  Just over 50% of respondents felt empowered as a result of participating in 

M2025. 
 
·  92% of respondents thought the M2025 process had been worthwhile.

For the respondents who participated in the M2025 project that were interviewed as part 
of this study: 
 

·  There is generally a high level of awareness and confidence in implementation 
(over 60%) for the strategies and action plans.  In addition, there was a 
recognition by respondents that it will be important/crucial that they become 
involved in the implementation. 

 
·  There is a strong agreement (by over 80% of respondents) that a range of 

measures need to be developed to manage, evaluate and report progress fro 
implementation 

 
·  The personal impact of the study has been generally positive, with the majority of 

respondents describing the experience as ‘enjoyable’ (32%), ‘learning experience’ 
(32%) and ‘empowering’ (18%).  Only 22% of respondents describe the process 
as ‘frustrating. 

 
·  There was also a positive personal impact of M2025 for respondents in terms of: 

� � critical thinking (69%),  
� � changed attitude towards the future (57%), and 
� � empowered with their future (50%). 

 
·  For the public participation methods evaluated, 81% of respondents had been 

involved in action learning community workshops an nearly 60% of respondents 
had found these workshops to be either’ very effective’ or ‘effective’. 

 
·  There was also optimism (83% of respondents) believing that M2025 will 

influence the future of local government planning and policy making. 
 

·  Less than 40% of respondents believed that their community had become more 
cohesive as a result of M2025. 
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·  A shared confidence was expressed in the future; with over 90% of respondents 

stating that they thought Maroochy Shire would become a ‘better’ place to live if 
the community works together to achieve a shared vision.   

 
·  However there is still some way to go about building confidence (only 45% of 

respondents were either ‘very confident’ or ‘confident’) that M2025 would become 
a way of life and improve leadership. Reasons for respondents lacking confidence 
were primarily political cynicism, and generally a lack of confidence with Council’s 
track record with development control.  Some of their comments were: 

 
� � “Maroochy has never embraced what the community wants, more focused on 

business and development’ 
� � “Because they suffer from short term greed and not long term plans” 
� � Too many agendas – professional and political”. 
� � ”Putting a 20 storey building In Maroochydore is not in keeping with the vision”

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Detailed Findings

They were then asked whether they were aware of the strategies and actions being 
proposed over the next 5 years. (Refer to Table 2) 
 

·  61% of respondents were aware of the strategies and actions that are being 
proposed. 

 
 

Confidence Levels – Strategies & Actions 
Respondents were asked whether they were confident that the strategies and action 
plans recently prepared by Community Action Planning teams can be achieved. (Refer to 
Table 3) 
 

·  Almost 60% of respondents were ‘Confident’ to ‘Very Confident’ that the 
strategies and action plans could be achieved over the nest 5 years.

Cohesive Communities 
 
Respondents were asked whether they thought their community had become more 
cohesive as a result of participating in the Maroochy 2025 visioning and action planning 
processes. (Refer to Tables 9 & 10) 
  
For the total sample interviewed: 
 

·  38% thought that their community had become more cohesive as a result of 
M2025. 

 
For the various geographical areas in Maroochy: 
 

·  47% of respondents living on the coastal urban strip, 
·  26% living in the rural hinterland, and 
·  32% in semi-rural areas 

 thought that their community had become more cohesive as a result of M2025. 
 
When asked to give reasons for their responses, some of the more positive responses 
given were: 
 

·  “It gave people a chance to debate” 
·  “It gives people ownership” 
·  “People are talking about it” 
·  “Leadership shown” 
·  “Just a little bit, its making people think more” 

 
Generally however, responses were neutral to negative as illustrated by some of these 
typical comments made by respondents: 
 
“Haven’t noticed anything really” 
“Not enough participation yet, we need more people involved” 
”Have not got enough of the community” 
“There is no evidence in everyday conversation with people. Even in business meetings 
it is not referred to.” 
“Nothing has been implemented yet – only on paper” 
“I think it is more split and not cohesive” 
 
Respondents were then asked whether there was any one method used in the visioning 
process that you think has made your community more cohesive. (Refer to Table 11) 
 

·  64% of respondents were able to specify one method they thought made their 
community more cohesive. 

 
Responses could be generally summarised as people felt they had been given an 
opportunity to give their ideas and issues and listen to others.  Typically these responses 
were: 
 

·  “Being able to give your ideas a voice and speak to certain people at meetings” 
·  “Group work and brainstorming” 
·  “It gives people like me a chance to come together and discuss things”  
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Other more specific methods leading to community cohesiveness mentioned by 
respondents were: 

·  vision summit, 
·  workshops, 
·  taskforce, 
·  group discussions, and 
·  action planning groups. 

 
A detailed transcript of verbatim responses is provided in the Appendix of this report. 
 

Personal Impact of M2025 
 
Respondents were asked to describe the personal impact of their involvement in M2025 
community visioning process. (Refer to Table 6) 
 
The key responses provided were: 
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·  Less than 1% of respondents described the personal impact of M2025 as: 
� � positive 
� � confusing 
� � cautious 
� � limited 
� � delightful 
� � too complex 
� � concerned 
� � helpful 
� � challenging 
� � ineffective 
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Respondents were then asked a series of questions about the personal impact of being 
involved in the M2025 project. (Refer to Tables 12 -17 and Detailed Transcript of 
Verbatim Responses contained in the Appendix of this report) 
 
Respondents were asked whether M2025 had made them think more critically about the 
future. 

 
·  69% of respondents thought M2025 had made them think more critically about 

their future 
 
Quite a number of respondents commented that they had always been 
concerned/thought about the future.  The following comments were typical: 
 

·  “Always have been concerned about the future” 
·  “I have clear ideas of my own before M2025, but it helped a little.” 

 
In contrast, for those respondents that were not previously future oriented before M2025, 
these comments illustrate what impact M2025 has had on their future thinking. 
 

·  “Made us more aware and bought us more in line with the future” 
·  “Definitely – the summit” 
·  “What we do today is going to affect 2025” 
·  “Exposing me to a variety of issues and perspectives” 
·  “The focus of looking to the future – information shared and opportunity to discuss 

with others” 
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Respondents were asked whether they thought M2025 would influence the future of local 
government planning and policy making. 

 
·  83% of respondents thought M2025 would influence the future of local 

government planning and policy making. 
 
Most respondents were optimistic and hoped their involvement in the process would 
result in some outcomes for the community.  Some of the comments made were: 

 
·  “Hope so or it will be a waste of time” 
·  “Hoping it will keep rolling” 
·  “I hope they do and not just put in the draw.  I hope the community and not just 

big money developers are considered” 
·  “The voice of the community – Councils are now required to listened to the 

community” 
·   “Hopefully they will take notice of the community” 
·  “Because it was very intelligently carried out and they had good consultations” 
·  “It’s a good start” 
·  “Hope all my efforts will have results” 

 
 
Other respondents were more cynical as illustrated by the following comments: 
 

·  “Money rules and that’s the bottom line, developers and Councils are driven by 
money” 

·  Money is what drives all Council and that’s the bottom line” 
·  “Too many political influences and developers” 
·  “Politicians get their own agenda” 
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Respondents were asked whether their attitude regarding the future changed as a result 
of participating in M2025 visioning and action planning processes. 
 

·  57% of respondents’ attitudes had changed as a result of participating inM2025. 
 
Some of the reasons given were as follows: 
 
 
The impact of M2025 on respondent attitudes ranged form hopeful and optimistic to 
neutral, as shown by the following comments: 
 

·  “Quite optimistic “I feel more positive about it. If they put M2025 into place, 
Maroochy will retain its beauty and lifestyle” 

·  “My personal future has not changed” 
·  More positive and more committed” 
·  “I am confident about my future” 
·   “I’m thinking about my children’s future” 
·  “There’s a little bit of hope our leaders will have some integrity and listen to the 

community” 
 
For other respondents, their attitudes remained cynical, as illustrated by the following 
comments : 
 

·  “Not at all, we weren’t impressed” 
·  “There is noting new that has come out of it” 
·  “All talk and no action”  

 
. 
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Respondents were asked if they felt more empowered with their future as a result of their 
involvement in the M2025 project. 
 

·  Just over 50% of respondents felt empowered as a result of participating in 
M2025. 

 
Most respondents were empowered mainly through being given a chance to have their 
say and discuss ideas.  Some of the comments made were: 
 

·  “Being able to put my viewpoint was good” 
·  “I feel that the community has taken ownership of that and I am part of the 

community. I feel as though I want to see it through” 
·  “It enable me to have a voice which I didn’t have before and I now can put an 

opinion across” 
 
 
For those respondents not empowered at all by the M2025 project, some of their 
comments were: 
 
 

·  “Politics have the final say” 
·  Very little because of lack of confidence of people in government” 
·  Too much politics – decisions made by state government”  
·  “Plans won’t change” 
·  “Out of my hands” 
·  “Hasn’t had any impact so far”

·  45% of respondent were either ‘confident’ or ‘very confident of M2025 Vision 
becoming away of life in the Shire and improving leadership standards in a lasting 
way.

More promotion and more community awareness necessary. 
 
Well I have thought about what we have to do to get the future we want. 
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We have to get it right.  We do not have a second shot.  We have to involve more people in the community so we can 
get it right 
 
Helped clarify thoughts about the future of the community and the infrastructure and how it could be achieved. 
 
I have always been concerned about the environment.  I have always had those concerns. 
 
Its what your own preferences would be. 
 
It was good to have a day with people considering the future and what it looked like 
 
Its some thing you go along as usual & you learn something has to be done. 
 
It has made me more aware and inspired me for the opportunity to talk to others.
